Approval of Minutes

Chairman’s Report

Planning Boards Proposed Zoning Amendment for an Overlay District at ATM
The Planning Boards proposed article for an Overlay District was considered.  After much discussion it was voted:  That the MAHT support the Planning Boards Overlay District Article at the Annual Town Meeting because it has the potential of adding additional affordable housing in Town.  Motion by Ms. Torres, seconded by Mr. Henry.  Voted in favor were Ms Torres, Mr. Henry, Ms. Matzek and Mr. Grady. Opposed were Mr. Blanchette and Mr. Cushing.
McGee Property – Habitat for Humanity
The McGee property will be the subject of a meeting with representatives of the Habitat for Humanity.  Mr. Grady will represent the Trust.  No date has been scheduled for the meeting at this time.

FAQ’S 40B
The Trust noted that it has previously approved the printing of the FAQ’s 40B project for a sum not to exceed $250.00.
