Chairman Torres called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  
Approval of Minutes

Reduced Plan for Baywatch Affordable Project c/o David Croll  

Mr. Chris Bryant represented the Sippican Lands Trust and distributed to the Board a handout titled Baywatch 40B Development (attached and on file in Housing Trust Office).  Referencing the handout he outlined what was previously approved and what was proposed as restructured.   He explained that this proposal still would have to be accepted by the Town and would still need to go through Conservation Commission, ZBA, and Board of Selectman.  Mr. Bryant explained that the bike path is not part of the 12 acres of conservation land – Bay Watch would give a right of way onto Front Street.  
Some other points brought up were the issue of sewer permits, who would own the conservation land and what percentage of the Condos for sale would be affordable.  
Chairman’s Report: Discussion of what to do with our unrestricted funds.  

A report was generated by Judy Mooney Town Accountant.  Question was brought up as to if there was actually $42,938 left over from LNV.  After discussion it was decided to try to schedule Ms. Mooney in for a meeting with the MAHT to discuss the expenses reported to the Trust.   
Discussion Regarding the Amendment to the Comprehensive Permit - LNV
Mrs. Torres reported that the decision was made by the ZBA to Amend the Comprehensive Permit.  The conditions would be drafted contingent on DHCD’s approval for each of the changes.   Attorney Witten was going to check with DHCD about compliance issues and report back to the Trust.
McGee Property – Habitat for Humanity
There was discussion about the fact that Habitat was still screening applicants and because of legal and title issues, Habitat along with recommendations from the Town Administrator and Town Council decided that the house would be rehabbed.  Mr. Blanchette suggested that Mr. Henry should speak to Habitat about demolition of the building.

Sherman Property, County Road – Discussion with Open Space Committee
Mr. Henry explained that the property has a purchase and sale agreement on it and has been sold to a private party.  There was discussion regarding the Trust look at other properties that could be possibilities for affordable housing.
Other Business
Mr. Cushing brought up the fact that the owner of the Gateway Tavern purchased the Frigate and would like to come before the Trust regarding the Town possibly purchasing for affordable housing.  It was discussed that the Town possibly partnering with him or have a company such as EA Fish come in as a developer.  After discussion it was determined that the Owner should come in for a discussion about the possibilities with the property.  The Trust Secretary will get more information about the property.

Deed Restrictions

There was discussion and much opposition it was decided that the topic of Deed Restrictions should be discussed at a future meeting.
