Chairman Grace called the meeting to order at 7:00p.m. 
Budget Report c/o Judy Mooney, Town Accountant

Ora Mae Torres asked if there was any more CPC money to be spent for LNV. After discussion Mrs. Mooney explained that the amount of money the Trust has in the account updated with FY12 money $158,707.  The balance is as of October 30, 2011 and is free to use under the Mass Housing Trust Laws. She then explained that there is no more CPC money in the account and that it had been spent.  The 10% CPC money is not automatically given to the Trust unless there is a specific request for a specific project.  The CPC money is the Town money and can go to affordable housing, not necessarily with the Trust.

There was also discussion about how the CPC money was divided up relating to the Bay Watch proposal.  The Trust asked Mrs. Mooney to research what portion was used of MAHT money to fund the article.
McGee Property – Habitat for Humanity Update c/o Jack Beck
George McTurk explained to the Trust that Habitat had met several times with the Planning Board and they suggested an increase the lot size to make it conforming.  He provided a plan from Thomson/Farland (plan provided on file with the MAHT office) with a proposed 22,071 square feet of area.  The Planning Board suggested taking the frontage lot line 200 feet all the way to the boundary lot of the line.  It allows for approximately 45 feet for the MOSAC access on the left.  He explained that they would need to demolish the old house and build a new structure.

Mr. Blanchette explained that he was concerned that MOSC would not want the larger size lot.  He inquired about legally what the Towns position would be in that case.   
Mr. Henry explained that there would be a MOSAC meeting coming up and it was suggested that the Trust Vote to support the larger lot size.

Mrs. Torres motioned that the MAHT approve and support the new proposed site plan of Thomson/Farland Dated December 12, 2011 of 22,071square feet, seconded by Mr. Henry.

Discussion – Baywatch Proposal
Mr. Blanchette explained that there has not been any other discussion with the Board of Selectman other than what has been in Executive Session.  After discussion it was decided that no further action would be needed until it went through the proper channels.

Chairman’s Report: What to do with our unrestricted funds.  
Mrs. Torres suggested that any project that is undertaken should be funded by the CPC and that the money in the budget should not be fully used. 

Mr. Blanchette suggested that if the Frigate property were developed Town Homes with a common septic system could be a possibility.  He also suggested that a purchase and sale agreement or an option be put on the property.  

After discussion it was decided that Mr. Henry and Mr. Blanchette would speak with Paul Dawson and Jon Witten about how to move forward with the purchase of The Frigate property.  The Trust also discussed moving forward with hiring a professional to research the use of the property.
