Mrs. Torres called the meeting to order at 7:00p.m. 
Discussion: Habitat for Humanity Property – 185 Wareham Street, Update

There was discussion about Habitat working on the application to the DHCD and completion of the purchase and sales agreement.  They are applying for CPC funding to help with demolition of the house on the property.  
Discussion – Possible Purchase of Lots Designated by Bay Watch to be offered to the Town for right of First Refusal – Through CPC Funding

There was discussion about the two lots that are available in the Baywatch 40B development.  The Town has the right of first refusal to purchase each lot for $125,000 within four years.

Motion was made by Mr. Henry that the Affordable Housing Trust take the steps necessary to exercise this option to purchase the two affordable lots, set aside by the 40B developers as part of the agreement with the Town at $125,000 per lot and start the process on one at a time, seconded by Mr. Dickerson.
There was discussion about working with Habitat or possibly a developer to build single family homes. There was concern that the project had several hurdles to overcome before the Trust could approach the CPC for funding.
After discussion Mr. Henry withdrew the motion.  The Trust reached the consensus that they would like to pursue the options on the two lots.
Discussion: Potential Affordable Housing Properties
The Trust discussed several properties which would not be feasible; the Laycock property on the market for $700,000 and the Andrews Family Property which is not for sale.  
Also discussed was actively searching for members to replace two Selectman on the Trust. 
Mrs. Matzek offered to go to a seminar Friday September 28, sponsored by the CHAPA and DHCD on the subject of 40B.  
The Trust Assistant explained that she would be meeting with Pam Marean the grant writer on Wednesday September 12 at 9:30.
