COMMENCEMENT – Chairman Ryder called the meeting to order at 5:00 p.m. and explained the meeting procedure.
Discussion – Proposed Subdivision c/o Bruce Malcolm – River Road

Mr. Bruce Malcolm (Land Surveyor) approached the Board and explained that he represented a group of investors who would like to do an ANR plan to divide 8.66 Acres off of River Road.  They would like to later create a small road to allow for one other lot with a total of three lots.
Vice – Chairman Magauran explained that they could submit an ANR Application right away.   Then the determination of build ability of the four acres can be demonstrated later – several factors to be considered would be that the subdivision road will need to be wider than a regular driveway, access and frontage.  By doing an ANR it does not create build ability.  The ANR process was explained to Mr. Malcolm and he was advised to look at the bylaws.

Continued Public Hearing – J and W Realty Trust – 119 Wareham Street c/o Nate Canto – Amendment to Site Plan/Special Permit.
