COMMENCEMENT – Vice - Chairman Magauran called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. and explained the meeting procedure.
Pre-submission Meeting/Discussion – 362 Front Street – Mr. Teerachai Srisirkus – Office Space Converted to Apartment
Mr. Srisirkus  approached the Board and explained that he would like to convert one of his office units on the first floor into a small apartment.  The office is about 1,800 square feet and he would like to make the back office as a two bedroom apartment and keep the front office of about 800 Square feet.  

Vice-Chairman Magauran asked if there would be any structural changes.  Mr. Srisirkus explained that there would not be any structural changes.   
Vice- Chairman Magauran explained that the property was zoned General Business and within General Business the residential use is allowed.    Once converted to a residential use, after two years it would require a Special Permit to revert back to a business use.  He explained that to his reading of the bylaw they would not have any requirements with the Planning Board and as far as parking is concerned there is currently more parking then required by the bylaw.

Continued Public Hearing - 119 Wareham Street c/o Nate Canto Special Permit – Reduction in Parking

Vice – Chairman Magauran explained that the project is two parking spaces short of the bylaw however this is a mixed use building. The Apartments will see more overnight use and the retail space will see more daytime use.

New Business 
FEMA Maps  

Vice-Chairman Magauran explained that there will be a meeting Thursday October 6, 7:00pm at the Music Hall regarding the new proposed FEMA maps that will substantially impact the Town.  It will change the flood plain for the Town from approximately 30% being in a flood plain to about 50% or more of the properties being in a flood plain.  After discussion Vice – Chairman Magauran read the meeting notice from the Board of Selectman (on file in the Planning Board Office). Member Briggs then read into record a letter from the town of Andover Maine (on file in Planning Board Office) and asked the Board Secretary to put on the Town web site.
CPC – Community Preservation Committee
Vice – Chairman Magauran explained the Community Preservation Committee (CPC) was created because of the adoption of the Community Preservation Act (CPA) 6 years ago.  The CPA provides a match of Town Funds of 2% which goes into the Community Preservation fund.  This fund addresses Open Space and Recreation, Historical Preservation and Affordable Housing.  There was discussion about the four applications voted on by the CPC:  windows for Handy’s Tavern/ Sippican Women’s Club, Town House Project Manager, the purchase of 3 water front lots by Open Space Committee and the purchase of 12 acres of the Bay Watch Project 40B project.
