On the morning of December 31, 2016, the Marion Police Department responded to the lower end of Converse Rd for several reports of cars that had been broken into.  It appeared that all of the cars that were entered had been left unlocked.  In addition, one occupied residence had also been entered.  The occupants of the residence were asleep on the second floor at the time and were unaware that intruders had entered the home. Items were stolen from the residence and several sets of keys were taken from the house.  The thief or thieves then used one set of the keys to steal a Toyota Avalon from the home.  
Through subsequent investigation and assistance from detectives from Mattapoisett PD, Dartmouth PD and officers from New Bedford PD, the stolen vehicle was located in the area of North Front Street, New Bedford.  Detectives placed the vehicle under surveillance and were able to identify a suspect.  While being interviewed by police, the suspect suffered a medical emergency and was transported to the hospital.

A search warrant was executed on the suspect's apartment.  The majority of items taken in the breaks in Marion and some items from recent breaks in Mattapoisett were recovered as a result of the search.

A stolen motor vehicle was later discovered in Marion in the same neighborhood where the Avalon vehicle had been stolen.  The recovered vehicle, a Toyota Tacoma, had been stolen earlier in the week in Dartmouth.  The same suspect in the Marion breaks is believed to have stolen the truck.  
The case is still under investigation.
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
